nearly repeated the message used last year, but eventually decided not to be lazy. 
May I start by thanking you for your fantastic support of the FGA in 2021 and a huge 
thankyou to all  those who have helped with the running of the Seed Box and even 
one show. It is unfair to pick out certain people for praise and I guarantee that I 

would miss some, as I lost count at 30 people who have helped in different ways. 
It could have been expected that helpers would have been rel uctant to risk exposure 
to the dreaded Covid and some people decided not to help, but it was surprisingly 

few. Thanks for past support and I hope things will  soon allow you to re-join us on 
Saturday afternoons. Many old stagers have continued, so big thanks as usual  to you. 
A surprisingly large number of new volunteers have joined us and we thank you and 
hope you are enjoying ‘the club’. 

The biggest change to horticulture that I have experienced is on the horizon, with the 
banning of peat based compost. For 2022 we have ordered a full  range of our normal 
Clover compost and we will  also be offering you the opportunity  to try the Clover 

non-peat compost. 
We will  be staying at the Seed Box and expect to be in the middle of a building site 
for 2+ years. We do not yet have full  details of access arrangements , but you will  
need to drive through the Leisure Centre car park and nearly up to the fir tree hedge, 

then turn right towards the gates into the allotments (on the left). If it’s quiet, turn 
right and park in the Seed Box parking area, but if it’s busy, enter the allotments and 
we should have a parking area there.  
Finally, thank you for your continued wearing of face masks in the Seed Box. Your 

will ing acceptance of that request and adherence to it have been fantastic! 
Absolutely finally, please all have a very Happy Christmas and good gardening in 2022
