SHOW RULES

1. All classes are open to members of the Association, their partners and to their children
and grandchildren who are 16 years or under.

2. No exhibitor may stage more than 1 entry in each class, except for Class 99 (Wine)
where a maximum of 2 entries are allowed.

3. Entry fees will be: Children's classes and Novice classes FREE
All other classes 10p

4. If there is not enough room to stage your exhibit — you MUST NOT move other already
staged exhibits but ask the show secretary or one of the show stewards for assistance.

5. No exhibit to be shown in more than 1 class.
6. No more or less than the quoted number of each kind, variety (cultivar) to be entered.
7. All roots to be washed and skins to be left in a natural state. Garnishing allowed.

8. Photographs must not exceed 7 x 5 inches and should be un-mounted and not have a
frame or a border.

9. Championship points will be awarded in Sections A, D and E (and at the discretion of
the judges in Sections B and C) as follows: -
18t - 4 points; 2" - 3 points; 3™ - 2 points; H.C. - 1 point.

10. The decision of the Judges will be final as to the merit of an exhibit.
11. Vases supplied by the Association must be used for all floral exhibits. Plates will also

be supplied by the association for all fruit exhibits and if required vegetable exhibits.
These will be available at the Hall on the day.

Judging will be in accordance with the Rules, Standards and Definitions contained in
the Royal Horticultural Show Handbook, except where in this schedule it obviously does
not apply. The RHS marking system of points may be used to discriminate between the
merits of collections and in other vegetable classes when necessary. These points shall
not be confused with the Championship points (rule 9).

Pot plants (classes 68-70) must have been in the exhibitor's possession for at least 6
months and must be exhibited in terracotta or plain plastic type pots.

Official cards corresponding with the exhibit will be supplied at the Hall on the day.
These must be placed face down on the exhibit. Please name the variety (cultivar) of
your exhibit on the entry card, if known.

All exhibits in sections A to E (inclusive) and L must be grown by the exhibitor in their
garden or allotment. The show committee shall be authorised to visit any garden or
allotment of any exhibitor.

A novice entering vegetables shall be a person who has not won a First Prize in any
class in Section A (Vegetables) in a previous FGA Show or held the Novice Vegetable
Trophy.

A novice entering flowers shall be a person who has not won a first Prize in Flower
Classes 54 to 66 (inclusive) in Section D or held the Novice Flower Trophy.

Exhibits must be staged ready for judging by 11.45 am PROMPT on Show Day.

All persons other than authorised officials must be out of the hall by 11.45 am.

All Cups and Trophies are for perpetual challenge and must be returned before the
Annual show.

In the event of any dispute The Show Secretary’s decision will be final.

Any member who has won the Banksian Medal in the last 2 years is not eligible to win
this year’'s medal. People sharing in the cultivation of, and exhibiting from, the same
garden / allotment as the member are also ineligible from winning the medal for the
same period.

Creative Needlework — the article should be made by the Exhibitor and can cover any
needlework such as Embroidery, Lacework or Cross-stitch. The only exclusion is an
article of clothing.

Prepared Display Units for Flower classes 50 (Fuchsia florets) and 59 (French Marigold
heads) are available on the day of the show supplied by the FGA or shown in your own
display unit which must have a maximum size of 25cm x 20cm (length and width).

The Exhibitors name must not be visible on any exhibit prior to judging.

Would members please use the designated tables in the hall for the staging of their exhibits
and not the actual show tables, potentially disturbing entries already staged.

It is also essential that the anteroom is used for staging of floral entries rather than the
main hall to prevent possible spillage of water in the hall.

Why not put an entry into our show?

We are always looking for new people to put exhibits into our show to make it bigger and
better. It is not as daunting as it may seem and there are always people around on the day
to offer help and make sure you enjoy the experience.

In our Annual show we have specific classes in the Vegetable and Flower sections for
people that have never won a vegetable or flower class in one of our Annual shows - they
are under the Novice headings. Of course, you can enter any, or all, of the classes in the
schedule - the novice classes just mean you would not be up against people who have won
classes before.

The show is meant to be fun, and most people simply show things that look good from their
garden or allotment - so why not give it a try.

Horticultural classification of Dahlias

We quite often get asked by new exhibitors wanting to put their Dahlias into the show what
class their dahlia fits into. The chart on the next page is our attempt to try and explain the
differences between the different types of dahlias that have specific classes in our shows,
using the RHS and National Dahlia Society descriptions. However, if in doubt do ask as
there’ll be someone who can advise.

There are other dahlia types, and they can be entered into the ‘any other flower’ class.
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Pompon Dahlias

Class 62

=

Pompon Dahlias have fully double blooms that
resemble perfect miniature spheres. Their petals
largely curl inwards towards the centre of the flower.

For FGA class 62, the flower’s diameter must not
exceed 55 mm

Ball Dahlias

Class 65

Ball dahlias have fully double blooms, ball shaped or
slightly flattened. Their petals are rounded at the tips,
with margins spirally arranged and curl inwards
towards the centre of the flower.

Ball dahlias are larger than pompon dahlias, and tend
to have slightly less tightly rolled petals

DecoLative Dahlias

oy

Decorative Dahlias have double blooms showing no
visible central disc in the flower. Their petals are
generally broad, flat, blunt pointed at the tips and curl
inwards towards the centre of the flower. The
blooms of Decorative Dahlias are more open than
Ball and Pompons

Cactus Dahlias

Class 63

Cactus Dahlias have fully double blooms known for
their spiky petals. Their petals are usually pointed,
narrow and curl outwards to the rear of the flower for
the majority of their length.

Class 63

Semi-Cactus Dahlias have fully double blooms. Their
petals are usually pointed, narrow and curl outwards
to the rear of the flower for some of their length.

Semi-cactus dahlias are entered in the same class as
Cactus dahlias

Tips for Showing

Pick up a booklet from the Seed box of tips we have put together
for displaying entries in all our shows. Some of the tips are
described below.

e Ifclass details state a maximum or minimum size, then you must ensure that
all of the exhibits in your entry conform.

e Ifyou are asked to leave some foliage, do not forget.

e  When showing more than one specimen they should be as uniform as possible.
This also applies to the “any other vegetable” class.

e  When showing tomatoes leave a little stalk attached.

e  When showing beans leave a little hook of stalk on each and should be as
straight as possible.

e Ifyou are showing jams or pickles etc. ensure that there is no brand name
visible on the jar or lid that you use.

e To show shallots stand on a plate in a little sand. Onions can be shown stood
on rings cut from toilet rolls or similar.

e  Trim the roots of leeks, onions and shallots and make sure they are dry
(particularly around the top)

e Regardless of length carrots with a rounded tip are ‘stump rooted’ whilst
‘pointed’ carrots taper to a point.

e  After digging potatoes put into water so that dirt can be wiped off without
damaging the skins.

e  Vegetables should be clean but take care not to damage them.
e Ifyou have any questions, then ask at the Seedbox or bring your potential
exhibits along to the show where a committee member will always be happy

to advise you.

e  Apples should be shown with stalks downwards and not polished.
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
